The Grant Program intends to fund proposals that result
in sustainable environmental and/or policy change with emphasis placed on one or more of the
following areas: prevention of obesity, poor nutrition, physical inactivity, exposure to
secondhand smoke, tobacco cessation and/or increased access to the built environment.
Maximum Proposal Request: The Jessamine County Health and Safety Coalition will fund either
two (2) $500 proposals or one (1) $1000 proposal.
Location: Selected projects must be completed in Jessamine County.
Proposal Submission Instructions:
The proposal shall consist of the following elements:
A. Grant Cover Page (Form 1)
B. Project Narrative

e Applicant background

e Proposed program/activity details;

e The target population

e The project location(s);

e Project timeline

C. Project Evaluation - What performance measure(s) will you use and how will you evaluate
the success of your project? (Examples of evaluation methods include pre-post test to measure
improved health indicators or questionnaire to measure knowledge gained as a result of this
project.)

D. Project Budget (Form 2) — How will the funds being requested for the project be used?
(While the project may be part of a larger program, applicants must show specify how the funds
will be spent separate from other funding.) A match, or in-kind, is not required but will help
show evidence of sustainability.

e Funds may not be spent on:

o Capital building projects, overhead, or indirect cost (ex/ salaries, fringe benefits,
travel expenses to meetings or conference registration fees)

o Purchase of equipment

o Fundraising activities
